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- MS4: Municipal Separate Storm Sewer System

* Permit from TCEQ to run the sewer and sanitary
conduits in different system.

* Sanitary water goes from homes and businesses to
the system and then ttreatment plant

* Storm water goes from streets, parking lots and
other surfaces to storm drains, pipes, waterways
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* Biggest fallacy to overcome: The industry are the
big polluters

* The reality: Individuals collectively are the big
offenders
